NASCO is a manufacturer and distributer of physical science, chemistry, earth
science, and life science teaching materials including preserved zoological
specimens. In the course of doing business, skilled NASCO employees preserve,
process, and package specimens under the trade name of NASCO-Guard Preserved
Specimens according to guidelines of the U.S. Department of Agriculture. We do
not process or sell any specimens that might appear on a threatened or endangered
species list.

During the past thirty years, NASCO has been dealing with professional and semi-
professional collectors from a wide area including some foreign countries.
Virtually all of the specimens that we purchase and process come to us because
they are abundant and very readily available from Nature. In many cases, the
specimens are collected primarily as a food source or as having commercial

value for other than preserved specimens. In these instances, we usually purchase
and process specimens that are excessively available. Examples of this would be
fish that are collected for their food value and night crawlers which are
primarily collected to use as fishing bait. Many other specimens that we supply
come to us from Midwest slaughter houses. If NASCO did not purchase these materials
for preservation, these inedible animal parts would normally be processed for pet
food.

All the cat carcasses processed by the NASCO come to us from licensed humane
societies, animal shelters, and animal control facilities after they have been
humanely euthanized in accordance with USDA regulations. It is our policy and
belief that none of the cats have been euthanized solely to serve the needs of the
biological supply industry. It is our intent to process and recycle only
euthanized cat carcasses.
